 No # - Not from Book & not on Mare’s List 
 The situation: 

Discipling was not a popular thing in our churches when we began discipling many years ago, so naturally there was opposition. Because of the strong opposition, I needed encouragement and confirmation from God. 

Note:

The opposition became a blessing because it caused me to go back to God’s Word and confirm that we were doing what God had told us to do. 
The question I was asking God: 
 
“Father, I need to know Your mind in this problem we are facing concerning discipleship.”
God's answer/specific personal promise: 

For I know the plans I have for you, says the Lord. They are plans for good and not for evil, to give you a future and a hope. In those days when you pray, I will listen. You will find me when you seek me, if you look for me in earnest.











(Jeremiah 29:11-13 LIV)
"For the eyes of the LORD move to and fro throughout the earth that He may strongly support those whose heart is completely His…











(2 Chronicles 16:9 NASB)

" Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”











(Matthew 28:19-20 NIV84)
The rest of the story: 
As I pursued God, He spoke these verses to my heart to encourage me to keep on keeping on. He confirmed that I am “completely His,” and that He will “strongly support” me. He also reminded me that He has a plan for my life and that I am to live out that plan regardless of the opposition. So Jeremiah 29:11-13, 2 Chronicles 16:9, and Matthew 28:19-20 not only became life verses for me but also anchors in the face of opposition.
The truth(s) God was reinforcing in my life: 
Look to God and His Word for encouragement and confirmation. Making disciples and producing disciple-makers is part of God’s good plan for our lives. When I desperately seek God with a question, He will listen and answer. God is with me, and He will strongly support me. “…Go and make disciples…”
