No # - Not from Book & not on Mare’s List (Marilyn) 
The situation: 
We were preparing to leave for an unnamed country to make disciples and produce disciple-makers.
The question I was asking God: 

“Lord, would You please speak to my heart as we prepare to go to __________ and make disciples? 
God's answer/specific personal promise: 
And behold, I am with you and will keep (watch over you with care, take notice of) you wherever you may go, and I will bring you back to this land; for I will not leave you until I have done all of which I have told you.

Note:


After having been in the unnamed country for a week and discipling the first group assigned to us there, we then traveled across the country to another city to disciple a second group. On our second evening there, I fell and broke my heel. I was taken to a hospital in another city, where x-rays showed that I needed surgery. To protect my heel until I was able to have surgery, the medical personnel put a temporary splint on my leg and foot. We were then faced with deciding between having surgery in that country or returning home to see our personal doctors and have the surgery performed in the USA. Through the insurance we buy when we travel overseas, God enabled Jerry and me to be air-lifted home to Oklahoma City by a private jet. This cut short our time for discipling in that country, and I was very disappointed.
The rest of the story: 

After returning home, I went through five surgeries and more than six months of treatments to first heal the bones and then heal the open wounds on my heel. While reviewing my quiet time notes one morning, I came across a beautiful promise that God had given to me one month before we left for the unnamed country. This promise especially comforted my heart because in it God had told me what to do in that country and that we had completed our mission, even though from my perspective I had not finished discipling the second group assigned to me. One of our team members emailed us and said, 
I praise God for His great provision both for Marilyn and for our team in _______. He is good! I am still rejoicing and amazed at how God provided for you during this trial. Both your trial and ours seem to have been used by God to show a living testimony of the truths we were teaching. Several of the disciples remarked that their faith was greatly strengthened by witnessing us live out the faith we were teaching them to walk in. They were greatly rejoicing both at God’s wondrous provision and at our example of joyfully trusting Him in our difficulties. Though they had not covered the lesson “Caution…Caution…Caution,” they have been taught this lesson quite effectively by watching us walk through our challenges.
This was a huge encouragement to me. God says: 
"For I know the plans I have for you,” says the Lord. “They are plans for good and not for disaster, to give you a future and a hope. In those days when you pray, I will listen. If you look for me wholeheartedly, you will find me.”
