Specific Personal Promise #10 (Marilyn)     ALREADY IN BOOK - DELETE
The situation:

As a young married woman working in a church office, I became very aware that sometimes people acted one way on Sunday but were different in their words and actions during the week. This deeply grieved me. I would often leave work very upset over how people had acted during the day. 

The question I was asking God:

“Lord, would you please help me to understand and learn what You want me to learn from these experiences?" 

God's answer/specific personal promise:

Looking unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. For consider Him who endured such contradiction of sinners against Himself, lest you become wearied and faint in your minds. You have not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin.

(Hebrews 12:2-4)

It is better to trust in the Lord than to put confidence in man. It is better to trust in the Lord than to put confidence in princes.

(Psalms 118:8-9)

The rest of the story:

Through these verses God spoke to me about keeping my eyes on Him and not on other people, regardless of the circumstances or the situation. God began to teach me how to stay focused on Him, a lesson I am still learning. This is a very important principle because people often do not live up to our expectations and this can be a hindrance to us in many ways—in how we respond to them and in our spiritual growth and fellowship with the Lord. God was telling me to follow Jesus' example and love others even when they seem unlovable, just as I want God to love me when I am not very lovable, and to leave my expectations with Him

The Message puts it in a way that is easy for me to understand. 

Keep your eyes on Jesus, who both began and finished this race we're in. Study how he did it. Because he never lost sight of where he was headed—that exhilarating finish in and with God—he could put up with anything along the way: Cross, shame, whatever. And now he's there, in the place of honor, right alongside God. When you find yourselves flagging in your faith, go over that story again, item by item, that long litany of hostility he plowed through. That will shoot adrenaline into your souls!
