Specific Personal Promise #60 (Marilyn) ALREADY IN BOOK
The situation:

A young woman I was meeting with in the spring of l997 was very distraught over the lack of fellowship she had with her parents. 

The question I was asking God:

“Lord, what about the lack of fellowship between this young woman and her parents?”

Note:

In my quiet time the next morning, this is what God showed me.

God's answer/specific personal promise:

When my father and my mother forsake me, 
Then the Lord will take care of me.

—Psalm 27:10 NKJV

The rest of the story:

When I shared with the young woman what God had shown me, she was comforted by His Word.

Caution:

Please do not misconstrue what I am sharing in this promise. I was simply sharing this verse with my friend as a reminder of God’s love and genuine care for her during this difficult time. 

We have heard of people who make it a practice to search the Scripture to find God’s plan for other people and then advise those people what they should do—such as who they should marry or what vocation they should choose. That is not something we practice. We would rather encourage them to make it a habit to read God’s Word daily and let God speak to them directly about His path, purpose, and plan for their lives.

The truth(s) God was reinforcing in my life:

God is faithful to speak to us when we are listening. The Lord takes care of us.
