Specific Personal Promise #61 (Marilyn) ALREADY IN BOOK - CHANGED
The situation:

In 1990 we were in Chicago where Jerry had a contract. One evening after he had returned home from work, we were out jogging around the complex where we were staying, and Jerry said that he had something he needed to share with me. Because of the way he said it, my mind was gripped with, “Oh no! What?” Jerry proceeded to tell me that in his quiet time that morning, the Lord had spoken to him that we were to retire. Then the Lord confirmed that we were to retire from our business with these encouraging confirmation promises.

The rest of the story:

God encouraged my heart with these words from F. B.
