Specific Personal Promise #62 (Marilyn) ALREADY IN BOOK
The situation:

I awakened early one morning, apprehensive about our going to Romania in one month. I asked God to comfort my heart, and this is what He spoke to my heart—and the promises that He gave me.

The question I was asking God:

“Lord, would You please comfort my heart about this trip to Romania?”

God's answer/specific personal promises:
