The situation:tc "Situation\:"
God had given me a promise many years before that I was to teach young women “to love their husbands, to love their children, to be discreet, chaste, homemakers, good, obedient to their own husbands” (Titus 2:4-5 NKJV). The rest of the story:

Strong in my heart is "[She] continued teaching the word of God among them." The Lord now has me on a path with not only young married women but also single women, walking on the path with them and “teaching the word of God among them.” Instead of being involved in a bi-weekly study for married young women, He is now bringing girls/women on my path through our church, through our married young adult ministry, through the singles’ ministry, through acquaintances, and through the market place, in a more casual way.
