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#54 – PERSONAL HEALTH MIRACLE

The situation:tc "Situation\:"
I had fallen and broken my right wrist on February 7th.  The radius bone in my arm was crushed, twisted and tilted at the wrist.  The doctor said that it was about as bad a break as a person could have.  On February 12th, the doctor performed surgery and placed a fixator on the wrist rather than a cast so that there would be absolutely no chance for any movement during the healing process for the next two months.  While the fixator was on my arm, I had almost no movement in my right shoulder.  Two months later the doctor removed the fixator and it was very painful.  I could not move my arm into the normal position for him to remove the fixator, because of the severe pain in my right shoulder. Through therapy, I was beginning to get some motion back in my right wrist after the fixator was removed, and as more motion returned in my wrist, I became more aware of the severe pain in my right shoulder and the inability to move my right arm and right shoulder more than an inch or two.  One doctor told us that often when you have a severe injury in one part of your body, such as the one with my wrist, the mind draws all of the attention to the severe injury, and masks the pain of other areas of our body that may have also been injured.  Then once you began to heal, you become aware of other areas of your body that may have been injured.  I was sent to have an MRI on my right shoulder and the Doctor told us that the rotator cuff appeared to be totally torn apart, and I had three other problems in my shoulder. Surgery was scheduled for June 3rd, with a slight possibility that it could be performed on May 27th.

In my Quiet time on May 18th, God gave me some very special specific personal promises.

Note:
At this point I was confident that God was going to heal my rotator cuff, but I did not know how: whether it would be through the doctors or through God’s special touch, and I did not know when this would happen, but in God’s promises it sounded like it might be pretty soon.    
Then I was drawn back to what God had been saying to me repeatedly for the last several weeks - "DON'T FEAR...STAND STILL...WATCH...THE LORD WILL FIGHT FOR YOU WHILE YOU KEEP SILENT."

Note:

My response was, “O Precious Father, my heart can never praise You enough for how precious You are, and for all of Your wonderful promises to me.  In every promise, I come to know You more deeply and intimately.  I come to experience more and more of the power out flowing from Your resurrection, and as I share in Your sufferings, I am coming to know You more deeply and intimately.  In my suffering, You are continually working on me to transform my spirit to be totally and completely surrendered to You, following You, trusting You, and believing You (Philippians 3:10 AMP). Now Lord, help me to keep my eyes on You (Hebrews 12:2), as I quietly wait for You to fulfill Your promises.  Your grace never ceases to amaze me!”

The rest of the story:

I was scheduled to have surgery on June 2nd, but there was a slight possibility that it could be on May 27th if the doctor had a cancellation. On May 26th, I began to have a little motion and a little less pain in my right shoulder when moving my right arm. May May 27th, the earlier date for the surgery on my rotator cuff came and passed.  There was no cancellation by other patients on that date, but if that date had been available for the surgery, we would have taken it because the pain had not lessened that much when moving my right arm, therefore we would have assumed that God was going to heal me through surgery. However, by Sunday, June 1st, I had almost full motion of my right arm without pain.  Two friends, both physical therapist and one of whom had seen my MRI report told me that it was a miracle.  We called our family Doctor that night and told him what had happened.  He confirmed that in his opinion it was a miracle and he shared our joy.  He told us that we should call my surgeon and cancel the surgery scheduled for June 3rd, which we did the next morning on June 2nd.  Now, almost a month later I have great motion with my right arm and no pain. I am praising God for His promises that quiet my heart and give peace in the midst of every circumstance. He is faithful!

The truth(s) God was reinforcing in my life:

Sometimes God chooses to work through doctors to heal us and sometimes He just chooses to touch and heal us, but either way He is the healer.  God is the one who fills us with an abundance of peace and truth.  Sometimes our Lord tells us to stand quietly before Him as He reminds us of the great things He has done for us.  And sometimes the Lord invites us to watch the great things He is about to do.  God is awesome.  Praise Him for His faithfulness and His love, mercy and grace.
